201. Playoffs and Finals

A finals kit is given to captains for information. The President explains all forms.

For the playoffs, the team that has the better ranking position is the receiving team. If the team that has the better ranking position does not have enough available courts at their club, the opposing team receives.

For the day of the finals, the entering fees are of $20 for pre-registrations, $5 for children under 12 years old, and $30 at the door on the day of the finals.

The matches for the finals and the bronze medals will be held at « club de tennis Île des Sœurs » as shown on the schedule; matches will have referees. On the Thursday, players pay the usual court fees; there are no entering fees for spectators.

On the day of the matches, captains need to provide Judy Rochefort with their line-up as soon as they arrive. Medals will be given a the end of the matches and pictures will be taken at that time. The photograph will be on-site on Thursday.

Negotiations are under way with a new photograph. There is the possibility to have the pictures on the day they are taken.

Players are invited to car pool. Agents will indicate where to park when the parking lot will be full. 

Door prizes will be assigned during a pre-draw for players who will register prior to April 18. A board showing the names of the winners will be placed next the gift table. Winners will be able to receive their prizes all day on the finals day.
