16.5. Tenniscore

1. "Accounting" statistics"

Through contacts with other leagues who attend the Miele Leage Challenge, we noticed that everyone use a system of statistics on Internet Tenniscores. Each master who receives between the results of the meeting directly on the site. The visitor team captain must verify the suitability of the information. The statisticienne who is always sends the results sheet fact checks for its level. 

The CA decided to try out Tenniscores for this season. The costs are $20 US per team per season.
2. « System  »

Although there has been that some protests during the 2008-2009 season alignment, the CA realized that he needed to find a way of measuring force teams located on each court in order to determine convincingly whether the forces of alignments is respected.

The CA has established a system. A Committee will be eventually formed to study this system and make a recommendation to the CA. This system gives each player points according to the following:

· Terrain played (most points for court 1, etc.)

· Number of sets won in case of victory (more points if won by 2 sets)

· Number of sets won in the case of defeat (more points if lost in 3 sets)

This system has been tested with the results of the season last 2008–09 for level 2.

· Results were presented to the pros.

· Pros have checked if the classification of the players on their team, produced from this system, reflect the reality.

· The pros have concluded that this system gave good results.

After explanations and answers to questions, some captains did not want all data with names are visible to all. However, we are asked to best for TFIM.
The next meeting of the CA, decision will be made concerning adoption these ways.

16.6. Rogers Cup
