The CRA is a calculation taking in account the results (win or loss), the number of sets and the court on which one played. A new CRA generated with the results since September will be given in December and another one before the playoffs.
The CRA will be used in the event of protest. 
The CRA does not replace the average.

304. Tenniscores

We will be using a new system allowing us to enter the results of the matches directly on the site of Tenniscores. This system is used through North America by several other leagues comparable with ours.
The captains who receive are responsible to enter the results. They can nominate another person in the team as Co-captain. Please contact Raymonde Babin to submit the email of the person you want to have access to the data of your team so she can generate a password and authorize access. 
We also asked the responsible pros to nominate a person with the club which will also have access to the statistics of the players of the club.
A detailed document was given to all the captains “To access your statistics on line”. This document describes stage by stage the procedure to reach the site.
